HAY LAKES FIRE DEPARTMENT

Fire Chief Schultz appeared before Council to provide a report on current issues being experienced by the Fire Department which require immediate attention:  The Fire Department has responded to 22 calls to date in 2009, which has taxed our capital resources as well as human resources significantly.  He has recruited some new members to join the department, however he is requesting 4 more pagers at a cost of$694.00 plus one jacket for approximately $900.00.  Hans Thygeson, Marie Ann Petersen, Steve Watson and Harry Chandler have all recently joined the department.
Chief Schultz has applied for a community protection grant through Enbridge for a brush truck for $6000.00 for and $2,500 for the pump.  If he is successful in this application the brush truck will replace the van.
Hay Lakes Fire Department hosted a S400 Training course in Hay Lakes with 5 Hay Lakes Fire Department members and 2 members from Edberg Fire Department attending.  They have also had members attend an S1100 Course in Leduc.
Repair work will be commencing on pump 3 shortly.  Pump 1 (County truck) has fuel pumps failing and the brake unit needs some work – estimated total about $1300.00 which will be billed back to Camrose County.
Fire Chief extended thanks to Council for for the increase in firefighter honorariums.  The Fire Department has had a request from the Ag Society to have the Fire Department water the recently planted trees at the Ag.  Water will be drafted and hauled for this purpose if approved by Council.
