Jim Link – Camrose RCMP
Jim Link appeared before Council to present his Annual report.  The RCMP are looking at working on break and enters within the Village boundaries. Vandalism in the area is typically mediocre.  
Traffic on Highway 21 continues to be an issue - they are trying to stagger shifts so that they can be on the highway when the roads are busy.  

They have experienced some changes in their staffing and the Police service as a whole has changed some operating boundaries.  Mr. Link expressed some concern that the reduced police presence on Highway 21 will result in an increase in traffic fatalities.

Cathy Marusak  - Recreation/Village consolidation

It has been brought to her attention that other similar rental properties require party insurance if they are renting their facility; particularly to a group that is drinking. Cathy was seeking advice on how to proceed with respect to Hay Lakes Rec. and these policies.
