Fire Chief Schultz – HAY LAKES FIRE DEPARTMENT
Chief Schultz appeared before Council to discuss the JEPP (Joint Emergency Preparedness Program) grant.  They are looking to purchase 6 new radios, 2 to leave in the Village Office and 4 for the Fire Department.  Buildings relating to emergency management also qualify under this grant as well as rescue or command post vehicles to a maximum of $25,000.00.  The 2009 application deadline is October 15, 2009.  Approvals are not issued until April of the following year.  Projects must be completed by March 31, 2011 and there is a progress report due on December 1, 2010 on all approved projects.
The Fire Department wishes to replace old red.  They would be looking for another water tender and feel a reasonable estimated cost would be $25,000.00 to $30,000.00.

The Leduc Fire department is currently selling a completely outfitted 1991 truck for $20,000.00.

Winfield Fire Department has 6 sets of breathing apparatus for sale for $125.00 per set.  The bottles do not expire, and the complete set comes with 6 extra bottles.

PORTFOLIO REPORTS

1.  Infrastructure – Regional Water – 2010 Water Projection.  Council discussed the information presented on 2010 water projection.  Administration to ask Mike McLean for historical volumes for Calmar and Leduc, Beaumont.  We need to send CRSWWSC the methodology used for arriving at number.  Advise that it is weak due to limited amount of data to date and difference in the regional system compared to the previous system in place in Hay Lakes
2.  Protective Services – Emergency Management 

3.  Development  - 

Telephone conference with James Marr – report on future development – 

James Marr joined the meeting via Teleconference at 9:14   p.m.

Lengthy discussion including, but not limited to the following.:  Preliminary cut/fill balance designed to come up with a cost per lot was presented to Council to review.  33% of the area would be made into wetland and lake leaving 66% for development

Maximum level of pond assumed half a meter higher than bottom of ditch.  Bottom of the basements need to be  .6 meters higher than the high water mark.  Cannot change the water level on the land because it is part of the drainage ditch (water resources won’t let us do that.  Need to allow for roads, riparian areas and alleys.  Need approval from Drainage board, (water diversion licenses) Alberta Environment and perhaps build a weir to control flow of water.  Would have to do a complete hydrological study which can take up to 10 years of data to compile a complete report.  Constructural consideration for any houses that would be built on the land would be necessary.   
Water for Life strategy is regionalization of potable water systems and protecting wetlands and ground water.  Access – roads – commercial properties may require 2 road accesses which increases costs

Need to be careful that we don’t allow development of the grader shed and bus barn to be developed too low – has to fit into the overall development plan for the area.  Existing Lift Station will not last for ever  Need will concept plan and written commitment from the Drainage Board that they will not oppose the development

County Grader Shed/Bus Barn could have a Septic Tank with a directionally drilled 2” HDPE line to drain with a municipally owned manhole.  

Next step a detailed conceptual design that addresses sewer, water and storm water for the entire project.  No sense in going to Alberta Environment for approvals until detail design is completed

Not a simple site; weneed to develop pragmatically.
