Approval of Minutes from May 20, 2009 Meeting:   Maureen gave everyone time to read the June 17th minutes.  Baron made a motion to accept the minutes and Jacay seconded the motion.

Approval of Agenda and Additions:  The agenda was amended to include:  the Memorial Bench Program; purchasing flowers and Provincial Awards on September 19th in Strathmore, AB.  Baron made a motion to approve the Agenda with the amendments and Jacay seconded the motion.

Old Business:

Heritage/Historical Society Hay Fever Days Event:  This turned out to be a major success for CIB.  We are still waiting to get the financial reports back from the Fire Department and the Historical Society  to see if they suffered a loss.  The intention of these two groups was to provide entertainment that was free for everyone to enjoy.  Both the Fire Department and the Historical Society put in $250. towards the fireworks display.

Main Street Stop Sign:  Steve of OMEL Ltd. built the forms and Steve & Baron poured the cement.  The total budget from the Village was $5,000.  The LED stop sign cost $1,700.  The Village has paint and the entire project will be completed by the time the CIB Judges arrive on July 24th.  CIB will purchase some more flowers to plant in the planter and “dress it up”.

Banners:  All the banners are up but two.  Baron is meeting with Ken either this week or next week and will get the two banners.  These will be replaced free of charge.

CIB Luncheon:  Faye has completed and sent out the invitations.  We will provide hamburgers, smokies, homemade potato salad and veggies and dip.  It is anticipated that there will be approximately 75 in attendance.  Jacay and Maureen will provide a cake.  Jamie, Sandra and Katherine have volunteered to assist.  Baron will ensure the tables are out the night before the event.

Watering:  The following people have volunteered to take the following weeks:  Sandra & Shannon – July 26 to August 2; Cliff & Dora – August 2 to August 9; and Kathy and John – August 9 to August 16.  We still have the September weeks with no volunteers as yet.

Purchasing Flowers:  Will be discussed at the next meeting.

Memorial Bench Program:  Steve Gray is in contact with suppliers and is waiting for word back.

Sponsor a Barrel:  All the barrels were purchased.  We discussed potential vandalism to barrels or planters.  The CIB Judges recommend that there is a 24 hour rule, meaning that any vandalism is cleaned up and container is replanted within 24 hours to discourage any further vandalism.  The committee agreed with this recommendation and will follow it.  Baron and Fred B. straightened out the crooked barrel under the Welcome to Hay Lakes sign.

Planning the Internal Village Contest for Best Block, Best Yard and Best Business:  This decision will be taken on July 24th when the provincial judges are here because the local judges will be at that event and we will be able to plan a date that is acceptable to them.

Communities in Bloom Provincial Awards:  This event is being held on September 19th in Strathmore, Alberta.  We discussed who should be attending and it was suggested that Sherry Kroser and husband, Public Works, Counsel members be invited.  We will discuss this further at the next meeting.
